Getting into God’s Word 

 Read Ephesians 4:17-5:20. 

 What contrasts are made between a pagan lifestyle and a 
Christian lifestyle in verses 4:17-4:24? In verses 4:25-5:4? 

 What is involved in putting on and taking off (verses 4:22-24)? 

 According to this passage of Scripture, can someone know Christ 
yet not change his behavior? 

 How is “foolish talk and course joking” (verse 5:11) different from 
a funny story or good joke? How are the “fruitless deeds of 
darkness” different from good clean fun? 
 

Getting God’s Word into Our Lives 

 What is one way you have seen the contrast of the “old” and the 
“new” in your life? What piece of “old life” clothing seems to cling 
to you still? 

 What are some of the positive and negative motivations that 
prompt you to live the Christian life? 

 Explain the difference between sin with repentance and living in 
sin. How does God respond to each? 

 Does your life give off the fragrance of Christ? Is that fragrance 
tainted by the rotten smell of rebellion? 
 

Praying about It 

 Make it your regular habit to ask the Holy Spirit to search your 
heart for sin and to reveal it to you. 

 Confess, repent of, and renounce any sin he exposes. 
 

Doing Something to Make It Stick 

 Try to imagine things that you interact with this week covered with 
flies (toothbrush, food, pillow, desk, seat, etc.). Then consider the 
consequences of on-going sin to your testimony and relationship 
with God.

Animal Academy  
Part 6: Fly Away 

 
Is there any animal more universally annoying than the fly? 
 

A thick swarm of flies filled Pharaoh’s palace and the houses of 
his officials. The whole land of Egypt was thrown into chaos by 
the flies.–Exodus 8:24 (NLT) 

 

Then Moses told them, “Do not keep any of it until morning.” But 
some of them didn’t listen and kept some of it until morning. But 
by then it was full of maggots and had a terrible smell. Moses was 
very angry with them.–Exodus 16: 19 (NLT) 

 

As dead flies cause even a bottle of perfume to stink, so a little 
foolishness spoils great wisdom and honor.–Ecclesiastes 10:1 
(NLT) 

 

Our lives as followers of Christ should influence those around 
us like a pleasant smell. 
 

But thank God! He has made us his captives and continues to 
lead us along in Christ’s triumphal procession. Now he uses us to 
spread the knowledge of Christ everywhere, like a sweet 
perfume. Our lives are a Christ-like fragrance rising up to God.–2 
Corinthians 2:14-15 (NLT) 

 

  Imitate God, therefore, in everything you do, because 
you are his dear children. Live a life filled with love, following the 
example of Christ. He loved us and offered himself as a sacrifice 
for us, a pleasing aroma to God. 
   Let there be no sexual immorality, impurity, or greed 
among you.… 

Don’t be fooled by those who try to excuse these sins, for the 
anger of God will fall on all who disobey him. …For once you 
were full of darkness, but now you have light from the Lord. So 
live as people of light! For this light within you produces only 
what is good and right and true.–Ephesians 5:1-9 (NLT) [See 
also 1 Corinthians 5:1-11; Galatians 5:13-25; 1 John 3:4-10]

2) God is eager to _______________ me and restore me when I 
repent of my sin. 

 

Return to the Lord your God, for he is merciful and 
compassionate, slow to get angry and filled with unfailing love. 
He is eager to relent and not punish.–Joel 2:13 (NLT) [See also 
Hosea 14:1-4; Hebrews 8:12; James 5:14-16; 1 John 1:5-9] 

 

3) God is __________________ by my on-going rebellion.  
 

If we deliberately keep on sinning after we have received the 
knowledge of the truth, no sacrifice for sins is left, but only a 
fearful expectation of judgment….–Hebrews 10:26-27 (NIV) [See 
also Proverbs 29:1; Jeremiah 5:7-9; Hebrews 3:13; Hebrews 
12:5-6; 1 John 2:3-6]
