What are you going to get for Christmas? You probably don’t know.
We have developed a tradition of giving gifts at Christmas that are a
surprise to the recipient. That can be a bad thing: too much wanting
things we don’t need, spending too much money, and making the gifts
the main focus. But giving presents this way can also be a good thing.
It can get us thinking about how we can express the love we might not
convey otherwise. It can help us focus on others rather than ourselves.
But most of all, giving surprise presents can remind us of the
unexpected nature of Christmas. That’s right, the unexpected nature of
Christmas. Maybe you’re wondering, “How could I ever characterize
Christmas as unexpected?” We get reminded of it all year. Decorations
have been for sale for six weeks. Catalogs have been arriving non-stop in the mail, and TV ads are
unavoidable. You have to live in a very dark cave not to be bombarded by reminders that Christmas is
coming.

What I mean by “unexpected” is that Christmas at its core is about an unexpected event that
surprised all concerned. Who was surprised by how God descended to us that first Christmas? Mary.
Joseph. The shepherds. The wise men. Herod. The scribes, Pharisees, priests, etc. Not that they should have
been so surprised. God had been giving clues about it for hundreds of years. All these folks were shocked
and amazed at what God was doing, but they reacted in two distinctly different ways. Some (Mary and
Joseph, shepherds, and wise men) allowed God to break into their busy schedules so he could use them as
part of his plan of salvation. Some (Herod and the Jewish leaders) were more concerned with their own
agenda. They would not let God get in the way of their own plans.

Things haven’t changed that much in two millennia—God still is seeking to bring his salvation to his
creatures. Still some allow him to “interrupt” their lives and use them. Still some refuse to give Christ a
place. When God tries to break in to your busy schedule, what is your response: “I am the Lord’s servant”
or “I don’t have time for that! Don’t you know its Christmas!”?

It 1s Christmas time, and we are all so preoccupied, and God is still trying to accomplish his
marvelous plan.

Ladies, God will not ask you to carry his Son as Mary did, but he may ask you to carry someone’s
need to him in prayer; carry high standards through a world where anything goes; or carry your cross and
follow him.

Men, God may not ask you to accept a miraculous conception as he did Joseph, but he may ask you
to accept and befriend someone who is ridiculed by others; accept the challenge of radical obedience where
you can’t see what the outcome will be; or accept the truth of what God says even when you feel like
you’re the only one.

God may not send angels to get your attention, but he may send you to spread the news that the
Savior has come. God may not interrupt your stargazing and prompt you to give valuable gifts, but he may
break into your family plans to prompt you to help a stranger. Open your heart to the Holy Spirit’s
directing now and always. After all, if “God is with us” why shouldn’t we expect him to guide our lives in
ways we hadn’t expected?
