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In the Discovering Church Membership Class, I explain Mount Zion’s 
strategy for calling people into an ever higher/deeper/fuller relationship 
with Jesus Christ. That strategy involves encouraging spiritual 
commitments to Christ and his church, to spiritual growth, to 
involvement in ministry, and to outreach.  
 
We have a series of Discovery classes to facilitate this process: 
Discovering Church Membership, Discovering Spiritual Maturity, 
Discovering My Ministry, and Discovering My Mission. I have always 
considered this a natural progression, so I have required folks to take 
these classes in order. But, as much as I hate to change things, I 
would like to adjust how we go about this. Rather than insisting on a   
1-2-3-4 order, I want to give you more flexibility to take classes when it 

fits your schedule and in the order that makes sense for you. In other words, once you take Discovering 
Church Membership, you can take any of the other classes in whatever order you would like. For instance, 
someone may have a burning passion to share his/her faith. He/she can attend the next Discovering My 
Mission class instead of waiting months to first take Discovering Spiritual Maturity and Discovering My 
Ministry first. Also youth who have been confirmed are welcome to any of the Discovery Classes. I hope 
this frees people up to keep climbing higher rather than getting stuck on a plateau waiting for a class. 
 
The next Discovery Class scheduled is Discovering My Ministry on Wednesday, November 17, from 
6:30 to 9:00 p.m. Soon we will announce another Discovering Church Membership Class for January.

MORE ABOUT ZOE MINISTRY:  12 People x $30 = Generations of Change 
 

Imagine a 14-year old girl crying herself to sleep each night because she has nothing to feed the brothers and 
sisters in her care. Imagine a 15-year old boy living on the streets and eating from garbage to survive.  Millions of 
children in Africa do not have to imagine these desperate situations, because they live in a land where every 14 
seconds a child is orphaned due to HIV/AIDS.  But there is hope.  

ZOE Ministry comes to the aid of orphans and child-led families like these through ZOE’s Orphan 
Empowerment Project.  Orphan Empowerment surrounds these young people with the love of Christ and equips them 
to free themselves from the cycle of poverty and dependency within two to three years.  Today the young girl no 
longer cries herself to sleep, and the teenage boy lives at home with his two brothers.  ZOE provided life-giving skills 
and brought them into a community of love and support.  Now they provide for themselves.  

Imagine youth across the nation partnering with empowered orphans in Africa to bring thousands more 
orphans into this transformative journey.  This vision will become reality on Friday, December 3, the eve of Hope Walk 
2010.  Hundreds of Hope Walkers in Kenya, orphans who have already graduated from ZOE’s Orphan Empowerment, 
will complete a 10K walk with the financial partnership of American youth teammates and sponsors.  Proceeds will 
introduce hundreds of new families into the Orphan Empowerment Project. 

As the Hope Walkers begin their walk in Kenya (daytime in Africa), youth teammates from Mount Zion UMC 
will join with other Raleigh district teammates at a lock-in Highland UMC in Raleigh on Friday, December 3, at 9 p.m.  
Throughout the night they will connect live with the walkers in Kenya and with lock-in sites across the southern states 
through web-based video.  Hearts will join in celebration on two continents as the youth talk with one another, 
worship together, and hear the grand total raised for new orphans through their unique partnership. 

All that remains to make this night possible is the support of sponsors who will give monthly sponsorships of 
$30 each, each supporting an entire family of orphans on the journey to empowerment for one month.  Each Hope 
Walk youth teammate or group of teammates will raise at least twelve of these sponsorships, meaning a year of 
empowerment for a new family of orphans.  12 sponsors x $30 = one year that will transform lives for generations to 
come. 

Please join us for Hope Walk 2010.   Support Hope Walkers in Africa as they help turn the dream of a new life 
into reality for many more orphans like them.

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Notes From the Music Department 
 

           
How many of us have seen Christmas decorations for sale in stores already? If you come to the church when one 
of our four choirs is practicing, you are likely to hear Christmas music. Yes, all of our choirs are preparing for the 
Advent and Christmas seasons. Are you ready to sing Christmas carols? Come and join us! The more voices we 
have singing God’s praise, the better! 
  
 By the time you read this we will have concluded our stewardship campaign. We have looked at simplifying 
our lives and learning to be content with what we have. God has been very gracious to all us. We have been truly 
blessed. Our needs are met and God has blessed us with talents with which to serve Him. Do you know what your 
talents are? Are you using them to God’s glory? We would love to have you join in our music ministry! Here are 
descriptions of our current choirs and information on their rehearsals. 
 
 Adult Choir – an assortment of folks of various ages, but currently we are all ―adults.‖ We have had middle 
school and high school students sing with us from time to time and would love to have youth join us now. This is 
the group that sings most often on Sunday mornings. The choir sings the same anthem at both services. Choir 
members sing at one or both services, as they are able. We try to sing a variety of music – gospel, contemporary, 
traditional, etc. This is the foundation group for the Easter and Christmas Cantatas. The Adult Choir practices 
Wednesdays at 7:00 in the Chapel. 
 
 Handbell Choir – a small group of folks who love to work together playing a most unique musical 
instrument. It is definitely helpful if ringers can read some music when they join the handbell choir. We continue to 
learn how to read music and handbell notation all of the time! While we currently have enough members to play all 
positions, this is only the case when all members are present. We would LOVE to have some folks come each 
week to fill in for absent ringers during rehearsals, and maybe, just maybe on Sundays that the choir is playing for 
worship. The Handbell Choir practices on Sundays at 6:00 in the Sanctuary. 
 
 Men’s Ensemble – one of our newer groups, this ensemble is currently practicing at 6:00 on Wednesdays 
in the Sanctuary. They sing mostly southern gospel and hymns – and they do it so very well! If you are interested 
in this group, you can get more information from Elaine Heintzelman, our church organist. 
 
 Alleluia – our newest choir. This group was started as a choir targeting those who can read music that 
weren’t currently involved with the Adult Choir. Adult Choir members were allowed to join if they promised to do 
―double duty‖ – they couldn’t give up the Adult Choir to sing with this group. As it has turned out, this is a women’s 
ensemble (no men came to rehearsals). The ladies are working on southern gospel songs, hymn arrangements, 
and Christmas music at this time. We will work on more contemporary pieces in the near future. 
  
 You can join us for the Christmas Cantata without committing to a choir. Just come to the Chapel on 
Wednesday evenings around 7:50. That’s when the Adult Choir switches from Sunday service music to the cantata 
practice. There is room for LOTS more people and more voices are needed. Please, come and join us!!!

Looking out the window in my study, I find it hard to see clearly. There’s a haze hanging over the ground, 

hiding the brilliant blue that I know exists behind the smoky cloud. Farmers burning their fields have 

affected the air in Santa Cruz for several months now. Schools have had to cancel outside activities several 

times. The number of patients at clinics with respiratory or eye infections has increased. So we pray and 

long for rain. 

  

 I think busyness in our lives has the same effect as the smoke. It keeps us from seeing clearly. As I 

look back over the past few months since we assumed the position of Interim Field Director in Bolivia, I 

am surprised to see just how busy we’ve been. We’ve made countless trips to the airport for arrivals and 

departures. We’ve hosted guests, cleaned and readied homes for arriving missionaries and volunteers, 

attended committee meetings and Board meetings, preached sermons, taught classes, planned chapels, 

organized and led our annual Missionary Staff Retreat, moved furniture, written reports, set up schedules, 

answered emails, all the while keeping house and raising our children.  

  

 Then comes the rain. God causes us to slow down and clears our vision. When we look beyond the 

cloud of activities that make up our days, we see again the reality that exists. There is a battle raging 

around us, a spiritual combat for hearts and lives. Please join us in prayer for the following requests. We 

know that only God through His Holy Spirit can do the work. 

 

Pray for Spiritual Emphasis Week at the Santa Cruz Christian Learning Center October 25-29. Pray for 

special speakers, Steve and Becky Swope – for God’s anointing and protection. Pray for hearts to 

be responsive and for students to submit to Jesus as Lord of their lives. 

Pray for Betsy and the SCCCLC elementary principal as we teach lessons on how students can build 

their lives on the solid foundation of God’s Word, giving them tools to help them put His Word 

into practice every day.
