Mrs. Barbara Ennis and Mrs. Lou Johnson cannot 
remember exactly how many years the sale has taken 
place, but it’s been for as long as they can remember!  
They explained that the farmers in the area often had 
little to give, so they would donate from their harvest to 
the auction.  Corn would be taken to the mill and fresh 
cornmeal made, syrup would be made from the cane in 
the fields, ladies would make preserves, quilts, bonnets, 
aprons and other usable but beautiful items.  Mrs. 
Barbara said the event was the biggest event of the 
year for the church along with a summer picnic. The 
sale continued every year, even during war times.  The 
Harvest Sale means a lot to the older people of the 
church, and she thinks the younger ones are beginning 
to catch on!  Both ladies believe the sale will carry on 
for years to come.  Sounds like an event you don’t want 

to miss!  

Inspiration Station October Fun! 
 
Inspiration Station goes outdoors (weather 
permitting) on October 31 for a special 
event for families. We will have great 
games with gooey gobs of gross green 
slime and watch “Where’s God When I’m 
Scared?” on the big screen.  
 
This will be fun, interactive, learning about 
God at its best. It will also provide a safe 
and enjoyable alternative to traditional 
Halloween celebrations. It will happen 
under The Lord’s Shelter (or in the Chapel 
if the weather is poor) at 5:00 pm. 
Inspiration Station normally lasts less than 
an hour but will be extended for this special 
event until about 6:30.  
 
Bring your friends and neighbors and show 
them how fun and exciting learning about 
God can be. Of course, it is free; everyone 
is welcome; no costume is needed (but 
come dressed in something you can get 
slime on!).   
 
We will hold a coloring contest with prizes 
in three age divisions (0-2, 3-5, 6+) with 
winners announced at the event.  Coloring 
sheets are available in the narthex, on the 
bulletin board by the nursery, and at 
Inspiration Station.  Entries should be 
turned in to Pastor Kim or the church office 
by Sunday, October 24. 
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Stress. Anxiety. Fear. These words capture well the state of mind of many of us in 
America today. We have witnessed dramatic market losses, the collapse of the world’s 
largest insurance company, and many bankruptcies and foreclosures. Every day seems 
to bring another piece of economic uncertainty. 

A recent survey found that over three in four Americans are stressed about the 
economy and their personal finances. Half were worried about providing for their 
family’s basic needs. Over half of respondents reported feeling angry and irritable, and 
reported lying awake at night worried about this. The report concludes that, “The 

declining state of the nation’s economy is taking a physical and emotional toll on people nationwide.” 

Join us in worship during October for a sermon series entitled, Enough: Discovering Joy Through Simplicity and 
Generosity. Our nation is experiencing what many have described as the “American Nightmare.” Increasing 
consumer debt, declines in savings, lower income growth, and a volatile stock market are all a part of our 
economic insecurity. We have lived in a society that tells us “you deserve it now,” whether or not we can afford it or 
really even need it.  

All of us have struggled with these issues at one time or another. They are important issues that we cannot ignore. 
This is why, over the next four weeks, we will explore what the Bible teaches us about financial management. 
Each week you will go home with some practical tools you can use to assess your financial situation and develop a 
financial plan with a biblical foundation.  

At the conclusion of the emphasis, we will have the opportunity to make personal commitments of our offerings to 
God through our church in the coming year. We will consecrate these commitments in the worship service on 
October 31. That Sunday will also be special because our worship will center on celebrating what God has done 
through Mount Zion in the past year and casting vision for what he wants us to do in the year ahead.

You can make a difference by helping glean sweet potatoes for hungry people  

right here in North Carolina!  
 

 

Gleaning is the traditional practice of gathering crops that would otherwise be left in the fields to rot or be 

plowed under after harvest. The Gleaning Network coordinates volunteers, growers, and distribution 

agencies to salvage this food for the needy. Each year tens of millions of pounds of produce are salvaged 

and given to the poor at no cost to them.  
 

The field we will be gleaning is located near the Four Oaks community in Johnston County.  We will know 

the exact location of the field about a week before the event, so look for updates in the bulletin.  We are 

registered under Mount Zion UMC.   
 

Gleaning Reminders:  

Every gleaner or responsible adult must sign in and have a liability wavier signed.  Gleaners under 

18 years of age must have the liability waiver signed by their parent or legal guardian.  Wavier 

forms are located in the narthex.  

Please make sure to dress weather -appropriate since we will be working outdoors on farmland.  

Closed -toe shoes are recommended as well as clothing you donõt mind getting dirty. 

No public restrooms on -site. 

Bring your own water.
