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You may have heard me say it before: ñThe more internal 
combustion engines you own, the more headaches you have.ò 
What I mean is that engines require maintenance. They need care. 
You have to bother with them. I wish they would just run, but that 
is not reality. I have been reminded of that this summer with a 
number of vehicle ñissuesò. I am deeply grateful for the help I have 
received from several of you, without which I would likely be 
walking. 

Dealing with ñcheck engine lightsò has reminded me of more serious matters too. 
Vehicles are not the only things that need regular maintenance and sometimes concentrated 
care. What I am thinking of is relationships, especially marriage and family relationships. No 
relationship is a ñfactory sealed unitò that can be ignored; they all need attention. And 
generally, the closer the relationship, the more consideration is warranted. The trouble is, the 
ñidiot lightsò (as my dad calls them) in relationships are very easy to ignore. When there is a 
problem there may not be any indication at all. Even when the problem becomes evident, 
often relationships can go for ñmilesò without a complete breakdown, so it is easy to ignore. 
Of course, if ignored long enough something really bad can happen that hurts everyone on 
board and anyone else in the vicinity.  

I want to challenge you (and me) to pay attention to your relationships. They are far 
more valuable than any vehicle (or anything else) you will ever own. Have you kept up with 
the regular maintenance like quality time, encouraging words, meaningful gifts, fitting touch, 
and acts of service? If not, do it. If you have to, schedule it. If you see indications that 
something needs fixed, donôt just keep driving or try to ñturn off the warning lightò so you 
donôt have to see it. Believe me, that wonôt help. It may seem embarrassing, but the best 
thing you can do sometimes it to get help. That might be investing in a marriage enrichment 
event, talking with a pastor, or going to a counselor. You shouldnôt be any more hesitant to do 
that than I should be to get help when my timing belt needs replaced. As a matter of fact 
there is information about a great marriage conference put on by Family Life Today posted on 
our Family Ministries bulletin board in the Fellowship Hall. 

With the right care, a vehicle can run for several hundred thousand miles. With Godôs 
help, the help of each other in the body of Christ, and maybe some occasional professional 
assistance, a relationship can last a lifetime.
