N EFROM THE
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We live in a lost world. The newspapers know it, the TV executives
know it, the advertising companies know it; they know it and they
capitalize on it. It seems only the church fails to realize it—-and we are the
ones with the real answer.

The devil has a plan: All he wants is one generation of kids who
know nothing about Jesus and one generation of adults who don’t care.
Then he will have won the world to himself.

We can complain and shake our heads all we want. We can blame
the government, the schools, and the courts. But only the church can
break the cycle. There is a lost world out there. We decide whether the
next generation will be Christian or pagan. We have to decide whether we will be a quaint relic of days
gone by or a vigorous mission station affecting the here and now.

Jesus knew something that we often forget: Lost people are really lost. | sometimes look at lost
people around me and think, “They look happy. They are doing fine on their own. They don’t want to hear
about Jesus.” Jesus never did that. He saw the awful tragedy of lostness. He knew that people without him
miss out on what life is all about. Jesus knew that being lost was such a horrible state that he was willing
to pay any price to get people saved from it.

In Luke 15 Jesus tells a parable to explain his concern for the lost to a callous and self-satisfied
group of religious folks: “Suppose one of you has a hundred sheep and loses one of them. Doesn’t he
leave the ninety-nine in the open country and go after the lost sheep until he finds it? And when he finds it,
he joyfully puts it on his shoulders and goes home. Then he calls his friends and neighbors together and
says, ‘Rejoice with me; | have found my lost sheep.”-Luke 15:4-6 (NIV-2011)

Notice four things about the shepherd (Jesus) in this story:

1. The shepherd focuses his attention on the lost, not those safe in the fold. Churches that are truly alive
are not necessarily those with large memberships and lots of activities, but those whose efforts are
directed toward the lost. Try to think of the future members of Mount Zion waiting outside for someone
to reach them.

2. The shepherd inconveniences himself. He leaves the comfort and security of the sheepfold to venture
out in search of the lost lamb. He goes out into the unknown. Church growth is work. It takes getting
involved to the point of inconvenience. But after all, this is not a club; it is the very reason for our
existence.

3. The shepherd supports the lost. He lifts the lamb to his shoulders and carries him back to the fold. How
many people have been baptized, confirmed, or become members only to fade away? We can never
have a “dip them and drop them” mentality. We need to carry the lambs until they can walk
themselves.

4. The shepherd returns rejoicing. The church that is engaged in helping people find a right relationship
with Christ is a happy place. When we are happy at the things that make God happy, there isn’t time to
be concerned about the trivial matters that usually cause church squabbles.
