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Worms are mentioned in
Scripture in connection with death
and destruction, but some
references go a step further and

associate worms with the horror
of hell:
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All your pomp has been brought
down to the grave, along with the
noise of your harps,; maggots are
spread out beneath you and

worms cover you.—lIsaiah 14:11
(NIV)
