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Four concepts we need to understand in
relation to the Bible’s reliability:






All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful
for teaching, rebuking, correcting and
training in righteousness....—2 Timothy 3:16
(NIV)



Above all, you must understand that no
prophecy of Scripture came about by the
prophet’s own interpretation. For prophecy
never had its origin in the will of man, but
men spoke from God as they were carried

along by the Holy Spirit.—2 Peter 1:20-21
(NIV)



» The Bible attributes its origin to God
communicating through people.



The Bible is a divine-human book, as
Christ is the divine-human Person. This is
the key that unlocks the door to an
understanding of the true nature of the
Scriptures.

God could have sent His Son in adult
human form without a human birth. Jesus’
body would then have been simply a shell
in which was encased the divine nature.



But God in His wisdom did not choose
to do it that way. Rather, He caused His Son
to be born of a woman. Jesus thus partook
of the personality characteristics of His
mother—psychologically as well as
physically. He not only bore resemblance
to her in His facial features but He was
influenced by the intellectual and social
atmosphere of the home. He was the son
of Mary as well as the Son of God.
